1. What is FIT? 

The information service FIT is an e-mail service that provides researchers with tar-
geted and customised information on research funding.  

Using your e-mail address, you can create an individual user profile in the FIT data-
base in which you specify the scientific fields, types of funding and funding organisa-
tions/providers about which you would like to receive information. On one or more 
weekdays of your choice, you will receive an e-mail with the latest funding infor-
mation relevant to you. It is also possible to search the database for further infor-
mation. 

 

2. Registration 

If you do not yet have a FIT user account, 
you can register under  

fit.uni-kassel.de. 
 
a. On the right, you can see the welcome 

page of the FIT database.  
To register, please click the button 
Noch kein FIT-Abo? Hier registrieren 
(= Not a FIT user yet? Register here.)

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b. Then, this input screen will open. 

Please enter a valid e-mail address for 
your institution here. Enter your first 
name and surname and choose a se-
cure password. After entering the sec-
ond password for confirmation, you can 
finalise the first part of your registration 
by clicking the button Registrieren (= 
register). 
 

Please note: It is not possible to register 
with a private e-mail address. It must al-
ways contain the domain (e.g. @uni-
city.de) of a co-operation partner in the FIT 
network. 
 

 
  
c. You will then be redirected to the data 

protection declaration. Further infor-
mation on the data protection provi-
sions can also be accessed through 
this screen. If you agree with the data 
protection provisions, please click on 
the button Annehmen (= accept). 
 

Please note: The newsletter service can 
only be used if you agree to the privacy 
policy!  
  
d. In the next step, you must verify your 

e-mail address.  
 
To do this, please check your e-mail 
account. You should have received an 
e-mail with a confirmation link. It is 
valid for 24 hours. 
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e. Open the e-mail and click on the link to 
confirm the e-mail address. You will 
then be redirected to the FIT website. 
 

Please note: If there were technical prob-
lems during registration and no e-mail 
could be sent, you can log in to your FIT 
account using your e-mail address and the 
password you entered during registration 
and request a new confirmation link. A win-
dow offering this option will appear immedi-
ately after logging in. 

 

  
f. Once you have verified your e-mail ad-

dress, the following screen will open for 
you to finalise your registration. Please 
complete your personal details. 
 
Here, you can customise when and 
what information you receive with your 
FIT newsletter. Select your preferred 
categories, specialisations and day(s) 
of the week and confirm your selection 
with Speichern (= save). 
 

Please note: If you were unable to com-
plete this second part of the data entry pro-
cess during registration due to technical 
problems, log in to the FIT page using your 
e-mail address and the password you en-
tered during registration. Once you have 
successfully logged in, this input mask will 
also be displayed. 

 

  
g. If the following window appears, you 

have successfully registered. We are 
happy to have you on board! 

 
Please note: You will not receive another 
confirmation e-mail after completing your 
registration! The next e-mail you receive 
from FIT will be your first newsletter. 
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3. FIT database – landing page 

After logging in to our website, you will be taken directly to the start page of the database. 
This is divided into three larger blocks and is designed to give you a quick overview of rele-
vant funding information:

 

Here you can see the 
articles that were most 
recently added to the FIT 
database. 

Here you can see the articles 
whose deadlines next  
expire. 

A special feature is the 
bookmark bar. If you find an 
article helpful, you can mark 
it by clicking on the little star 
in the upper right corner next 
to the headline. The article 
will then be displayed here in 
the bookmark bar.

4. Searching for funding information  

You have two options for the search: 

a. Here you can call up the individual categories via the ‘Categories’ field in the top menu 
bar. 

 

In the upper section ”Kategorien” (= categories) you will find various subdivisions, such as 
general information, events, calls for proposals from the EU or federal ministries. In the lower 
section, the funding information is categorised by “Fachrichtungen” (= subject areas). 
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b. You can access the article search via the “Artikel” menu item. All articles stored in the 
FIT database are displayed here in a list, in which you can then search for keywords and 
narrow them down further using the various filters. 

  

4.1 Filters 

For your search, you have the option of using filters to specify your search. For example, if 
you select ‘EU’ and ‘Prizes & competitions’, you will only be shown prizes and competitions 
advertised by European institutions.   

4.2 Sort by 

The sort function allows you to sort your search results, for example, by creation date or ex-
piry date. It is also possible to filter for permanent articles. These are permanently advertised 
grants for which an application can be submitted at any time. 

4.3 Detailed view 

Have you found an interesting article in the database? Then you can switch to the detailed 
view by clicking on the article or on the button zum Artikel (= go to article). Here you will find 
a short summary of the article as well as links to the website of the issuing organisation and 
information on the deadline. 

4.4 Archive 

Funding tenders that have already expired can be shown or hidden using the filter options 
“Nur archivierte Artikel (= only archived articles) or “Nur aktuelle Artikel” (= only current arti-
cles). 

5. Edit settings 

You can edit your profile and newsletter settings at any time. To do this, click on ‘Einstel-
lungen’ (= settings) in the menu bar. In the left-hand bar, you can switch between the input 
forms “Profil” (= profile) and “Newsletter”.
